INTRODUCTION

The introduction section, in Times New Roman, 12, justified, first line – 0.5 cm, single-spacing. 

Example of citation: However, large-scale studies (Hassett et all (2003), Deubel (2003), Levert and Pierre (2003)) converge on the conclusion that …

Except the aim of the study, the necessity to solve the considered problem, the used methods, etc, it is strongly recommended to include at the end if the introductory section a “guide” for the content of the entire paper, for example: 

After this introductory section, the rest of this paper is organized as follows: Section 2 presents the basic assumptions on which lies the developed approach; Section 3 presents the general scheme of the underlying model; Section 4 is an overview of the structure of the realized application, relying on the developed model; Section 5 outlines the realization of the ideas adopted prior to the implementation; Section 6 presents the principal technologies used and reports on implementation issues; finally, Section 7 con​cludes the paper.
